Learning Objectives: 
	Primary:
1. Recognize the signs and symptoms of a child with apnea.

2. Manage a pediatric code with appropriate medications and procedural interventions (intubation, PALS)

3. Discuss and increase awareness to specific needs of child on autism spectrum.

Content: 
Learners will receive a brief pre-brief to scenario below. Then will be given a report of emergent case that just came into Emergency Dept. Learners (groups 4-5) will begin simulation scenario working through process for care, diagnostics, and treatment. Once scenario is halted the learners will proceed into conference room for group debrief and peer review.

Case Narrative: Scenario Content
Scenario Background
Family on day trip to the park. While mom and dad were throwing ball and playing with family dog, Ralphie wonders over to the fountain and falls in. Mom and Dad realize he’s gone within 1-2 minutes and search finding him face down in fountain. EMS activated.

Family/social hx:
Parents live together
Pmhx: 
No meds/ Ralphie has been diagnosed as being on the Autism spectrum

Physical Exam: Dusky around lips and digits. Non responsive on arrival. Fingerstick 88 if asked.


Evaluation Plan:
Debrief : 
Address Critical Actions:
· Peds drug dosing and code care
· Peds intubation equip sizing 
· Peds arrest usually respiratory
· Post intubation arrest troubleshooting
· Peds code drugs, dosing
· Leadership role in running resuscitations/codes
· Nursing evaluation of resident performance
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Use this time to discuss summer time accidents (drowning/ bites/ lymes etc)
· Acknowledgement of real life no-win scenarios (some patients will die regardless of what we do. “this one lived” or “this one died”, but sometimes they just code, and not all come back
